
be bright and even all over 
the body. The markings on 
the body should not spread 
down past the lateral line and      
there should be no Hi (red) in 
the fins or tail. 

 
    The head pat-
tern must extend 
slightly beyond 
the eyes but 
should not reach 
the nose or lips, 
leaving a white 
area in the front 
end of the head. 
A fully red head 
(referred to as 
'menkaburi') that 
makes the koi 

look 'hooded' is considered 
negative.  
 
   Nonetheless, some koi look 
good despite having it, so don't 
let it prevent you from buying a 
koi that you like.
